In reply to your letter of the 16th. inst. I am 

directed by the Minister of Education to suggest that owing 

to the migratory habits of our northern Indian people, the 

erection of a permanent school building would scarcely be 

warranted. In no case does the Department of Education give 

grants for building purposes. 

Would not a camp school answer the iumediate necessi- 

ties of the case? A sjitable tent could be provided by 

the Federal Government, and its equipment and maintenance for 

the Spring, Summer, and early Fall would not be a great expense. 

I understand that in other parts of Canada provision 

is made by the Dominion Government for grants to varhous organi- 

zations for the education of its wards. Would not the case 

of the Temagami Indians, who are on an Indian Reservation, 

under the control of your Government, come umder your general 

provisions? The difficulty of obtaining a teacher, at 

least for the first season, appears to obviated by the offer 

of Mrs. Woods, wife of the Hudson Bay Factor, who agrees to 

undertake its control.
